Investment Policy - Charities that mainly invest cash
Charities that mainly invest cash should refer to the relevant section in CC14 for what must be included in the charity’s investment policy. Further suggestions for items to include in a policy which is understood and approved by all trustees are below: 

Purpose of investments and investment objectives
- how the charity's investment objectives support and further the charity's purposes
- if the charity's governing document includes any instructions or restrictions in relation to investments

Governance structure 
- which individuals will have oversight of the charity's investments eg trustees/staff; signatories and how banking actions (eg payments) will be approved 
- how the relationship between the charity and any external professionals/organisations with a role in managing the investments (eg bank account provider) will be conducted, for example how updates on the account will be received, how often the charity will review the bank account

Investment approach
- where and how long the charity can deposit cash
- the maximum amount the charity can deposit with one provider 
- the charity's short, medium and long-term needs and how the chosen approach is appropriate to these needs
- the charity's financial targets
- how will the charity's funds be protected (eg FSCS)
- for those holding significant sums, steps taken to ensure the security of funds held in cash (eg minimum requirements per ratings agencies, etc)
